During the junior year in high school, many students
and families begin thinking about college admission.

This year the PSAE (ACT plus WorkKeys) will
be given on April 28 and 29.Student performance on
these examinations is one of several factors used in
the selection process of four-year colleges and 
universities. The best preparation for these tests con-
tinues to be the completion of a rigorous academic
curriculum; however, there is evidence that familiarity
with the format and content of these tests can be
beneficial to students.
